
12. Umpire Suggestions/Hints:
• DO NOT CHANGE THE RULES!
• Read the rulebook and umpire manual; 
• Always carry weather gear; 
• Check bases when they are putting them down;
• Park away from the diamonds; 

Balls will break car windows!
• 6:30 is game start time - not arrival time; 
• Hustle the teams up; 
• Know the league rules, there are differences; 
• If you are not sure ... ask; 

team reps are very helpful;
• Know when a game is a complete game; called

game and/or suspended game; 
• Know what to do when a game is protested;
• Umpire Attitude - be consistent; firm; have fun;

treat players like your clients, or like your boss;
• Position - get in proper position; get out from

behind the plate; 
• Check the score between innings; 

make sure that the scorekeepers agree; 
• Forfeited game - give them some time; 

main goal is to play the game; 

13. Umpire Pre-Game:
• BE EARLY - game start time is 6:30; 
• SET-UP; check the field, specially the fence; 

mark commitment line, safe line, pitching zone;
check bases when they are putting them down; 

• Introduction - introduce yourself; who is team
rep? go over ground rules; out of play; 

• Bats - check bats; inform them of new bat rule; 
• Line-up - check the line-up; who is keeping

score; check score every inning; 
• Uniforms (after June 15 deadline) 

let them know they are out of uniform;
